GARDA LAKE AND WINE CELLAR - FULL DAY on Monday June 14™;

Head out of the city by your private bus with your guide to beautiful Lake Garda. You will visit
Desenzano del Garda, one of the liveliest and most popular towns on Lake Garda, where you will
see Roman ruins dating back to the 4th century. Transfer by regular boat (weather permitted) to
Sirmione. You will visit the ruins of a Roman villa which exceeds over a large area and was once
thought to be the residence of the Latin Poet Catullus; it is one of the most impressive examples of
an ancient Roman dwelling in Northern Italy. Proceed with regular boat (weather permitted) to
Lazise to visit the town. You will continue by private bus to Valpolicella valley. Legend has it that
name “Valpolicella” is derived from the words “valle” “poli” and “cellae” meaning “valley of many
cellars”. The northern area of Verona’s Province stretching from east to west is traditional wine-
producing country. Visit one of the most famous and old wineries in Verona: “Serego Alighieri”.
Tour of the winery and wine tasting: “Ripasso” , Valpolicella “Superiore” and Amarone.
